The City of West Bend has several Park Facilities available for rent at a reasonable
cost. Reservations within the calendar year will be taken after January 1st.
Included here is a sampling of our most popular locations.

Riverside

This large, year-round multi-purpose building accommodate 55 people seated, 135 people standing and is equipped
with 8 tables and 50 chairs. Includes a separate kitchen area with stove, refrigerator and freezer, ample kitchen
counter space for food prep and serving, sink with hot and cold water, separate Men’s and Women'’s restrooms, gas
fireplace, large windows and outside deck that overlook the park and river. A parking lot is adjacent to the building,
and a large children’s playground and sand volleyball courts are nearby. This building is perfect for showers, holiday
parties or meetings and is available year-round.

Quaas Creek Community Building

This enclosed, modern air-conditioned meeting room
accommodates 30 people seated and includes

5 tables and 30 chairs. There is a kitchenette with stove,
refrigerator/freezer, hot and cold water, sink and counter space.
In addition to the main floor meeting room there is also

an upstairs, covered outside pavilion with ten picnic tables.
Available April 15 to October 31.

Regner Park - Camp Lodge

Nestled in the woods of beautiful Regner Park, this enclosed building accommodates 64 people seated,

110 standing and is equipped with 7 tables and 55 chairs. A kitchen area with stove and refrigerator, sink with cold
water only, hardwood floors, restroom, natural wood burning fireplace, and an expansive lawn suitable for outdoor
games or a large tent, 15 picnic tables, and an adjacent parking lot. Available April 15 to October 31.

Regner Park Pavilion, Concession Stands and Strachota Bandstand

A paved, four building area that will accommodate large groups and special events. The Pavilion is available to rent
separately or as a group. 30 picnic tables are included. Both the Rotary and Kiwanis Concession Stands include
sinks, refrigerator, serving counters, electrical outlets and hot and cold water. The two tier Strachota Bandstand
includes electrical outlets and tables. Restrooms are nearby. Available from April 15 to October 31.

Regner Park Picnic Groves

Each grove contains 10 picnic tables and a

grill. Sites are close to the Rotary splashpad,
playground equipment, baseball diamond, softball
fields, tennis courts, sand volleyball court, horseshoe
